The Kathmandu Memorial Bursary was set up and is managed by the families of Mick and Sue Hardwick, Dave Harries and Ali Cope following the tragic air crash when coming in to land at Kathmandu on the 28th September 1992

All four Plas y Brenin instructors were committed to working and enjoying life in the outdoors.  They encouraged and introduced many people, young and old, into the activities from which they derived so much pleasure.

The bursary has been made possible by donations made into the Kathmandu Memorial Fund.  The Fund continues to accept donations which are used to support people gaining outdoor qualifications and it also financially assists the purchase of educational materials for children in Nepal. 

The Trustees welcome every application from people seeking support to enable them to safely work with and encourage young people in the outdoors.  Priority is given to those who seek a place on Governing Body Courses at Plas y Brenin.  These may be in Orienteering, Mountaineering, Climbing, Canoeing or Kayaking.

Trustees meet twice a year in April and October to award bursaries.  The deadlines each year are 30th September and 28th February.
